Understanding Rock n’ Roll Guitar Building Course Content 

Thank you for your interest in the Rock n’ Roll Guitar Building School.   

The Guitar Building course is an intensive, two-week long program of 
study in building an electric guitar or bass. Classes meet Monday 
through Friday, from 9AM until 6 PM plus free shop time at night until 
9PM. Saturday s will be open for work from 10 AM to 5 PM. You will have 
the opportunity to build 1 guitar or bass. This guitar is constructed from 
scratch, with very few pre-made parts. You will learn and practice 
essential guitar repair techniques. The course is taught hands-on. 
Demonstrations, presentations, and printed handouts are provided as 
reference.  The cost of the program for the 2007 school year is $3000. 
 This does not includes housing.  Additional materials costs will vary, 
due to the wide range of options such as wood selection, electronics, 
cases, etc.; the cost for the two instruments ranges from $200-$600+. 
 We have all the tools you will need for the class, however students are 
encouraged to acquire additional tools which you may bring with you. 
 Bring your instruments to repair. More is better.  Especially lost causes 
(my specialty). Classes fill quickly.  Please register early. 

Housing Etc. 

Housing is available for $50.00 a day. Cabins have full kitchens and use a 
wood burning stove, we supply the wood and instructions. Bring a warm 
sleeping bag, a bath towel and a jacket for nippy nights. We do have a 
laundry on the facility. If you want to hike out to “Big Tree” it is only 10 
minutes or so. There are other trails, so bring comfortable shoes. Be 
prepared to get messy! I don’t suggest a tux or evening gown for 
working. Long hairs like us should braid it and keep it out of the way. 
We’ll tell you that story too! 

Payment of $2800.00 balance for Tuition is due no later than 2 weeks 
before the start of classes.
